Cleaning your Screen:

Use warm water with a mild detergent to remove any
marks on the surface (only dab, do not rub) or screen
casing. Immediately dry the screen with a soft cloth or
towel. Do not leave it to air dry.

Never use any solvents, chemicals or abrasive cleaners
on the screen surface as they can permanently damage
the screen surface.

When replacing motor, drawing off the power plug of the screen. Then taking off the flant cover board after
wring the screw from the board in the left end up. Wring the screw of the motor pulling rack, take out the
broken motor. Then install the fresh motor and finished by tighten the screws of the pulling rack and flant
cover board ( Figure 4 -5).

Grandview projection screens are controlled by a manual switch or an automatic remote control.

1.Manual switch control

a.Tear off the glue cloth fixed on the bottom rod,ensure the bottom rod is not stuck by the casing.

b.Connect to a power source (Please make sure it is the right voltage)

c.Turn the switch to position 2 to lower the screen; it will come down slowly. When it is all the way down, it will
stop automatically.

d.Turn the switch to position 1 to lower the screen; it will go up into the metal casing. When itis all the way up, it
will stop automatically.

e.To stop any time while the screen is in motion, turn the switch to 0.
